II. OUR BISHOP SPEAKS 

A Synodal Church 

Dear Fathers, Brothers, Sisters, 

I would like to talk to you about the forthcoming Synod organised by 

the universal church. Synodal church loudly proclaims the essence of 

the church; it is the people‟s church. The church should be a loving 

home of all the baptized where everyone enjoys freedom, fraternity, 

participation, respect et al. Synod indicates the path along which the 

people of God walk together with Jesus, the way (Jn 14:6). This is a 

common journey together, considered both a gift and a task. In the 

Synodal church diverse members of the church learn from one 

another‟s experiences and perspectives guided by the church. 

Synodality denotes the particular style that qualifies the life and mission of the church. The 

Holy Spirit and Jesus himself help us to live the mission of the Gospel. The Synodal church 

is inclusive and is ready to accomodate the opinion of the non-baptized too. 

Synodality is an integral part of the church where no one is left out. 

Synodal church journeys together in communion to pursue a common mission through the 

participation of each and every one of her members. The church, as we know, is dynamic. 

According to Pope Francis, it is precisely the path of Synodality which God expects of the 

church of the third millennium. 

It is our „journeying together‟ which most effectively enacts and manifests the nature of the 

church as the pilgrim and missionary people of God. 
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This journeying together takes place on different levels (from local to diocesan, regional, 

national and the universal).  

The objectives of the Synod give an opportunity to the marginalized to express themselves 

and to be heard for the edifications of the people of God. 

The multifarious gifts and charisms are used for the common good. This objective compels 

us to build a more beautiful and habitable world. 

The prejudices and distorted practices shall be rooted out in the light of the Gospel. The 

church is a home for everyone where all are respected. Special concern is also given to other 

denominations, religious, civil organisations, popular movements etc. 

The preparatory document carefully conveys various aspects of this mission for the Synod, 

such as theological, biblical, ecological and life situations of the people, in an atmosphere of 

prayer. 

The Synod carefully deals with Clericalism and Exercise of Authority in the church. 

The institutions of the lay ministry of Catechists, Women Lector and Acolyte shall be 

shrewdly studied. Religious fundamentalism, intolerance, violence and secularisation try to 

remove religion from the people. Thus the church has to face numerous problems such as 

divisions, ethnicity, caste, race and other social stratifications. 

- Dialogue and community discernment are essential to the church. Journeying together is 

considered as a prophetic sign. 

- It is certain that church is capable of Communion, fraternity, of participation and 

subsidiarity, which means the church stands beside the poor and the least; she lends her 

own voice to them. 

- We need to let ourselves be educated by the Spirit. Church and Synod are synonymous. 

Consultation of the people of God - does not imply that the church democracy is based on 

the principle of majority. 

- Synodal church is a missionary church, her doors are open. 

- The Gospel is addressed to both the educated and the simple.  

- God chooses his disciples from all walks of life. 

Hence, dear Fathers, Brothers and Sisters, we have a huge, important and delicate task to 

contribute to the mother church whose children we are. I wish, all the priests read the article 

of Fr. Felix Wilfred on this subject in the Internos. I request all the parish priests and people 

in charge of communities to come forward and effectively discuss and work for the growth 

and dynamism of the church. Thank you for your kind cooperation.

Synodality in Action with Butterfly Effect

The author is a former member of the International Theological Commission. The article was 

originally an address to the priests of the diocese of Tuticorin, 21 September 2021. 

Synodality has become an important ecclesial discourse increasingly since the arrival of Pope 

Francis on the scene. It has gained greater momentum since his announcement of a synod on 

synodality to take place in October 2023. The theme is formulated as “For a Synodal Church: 

Communion, Participation, and Mission.” The pope, in fact, underlines the epochal significance of 

the issue of synodality by projecting it as the way for the Church in the Third Millennium - a macro-

vision indeed. For him, the synod is a process of inverting the pyramidal Church.  There is a two-

year interval for reflection on this pivotal issue based on the experiences and aspirations of the local 

Churches in different parts of the globe. A preparatory document for the synod (instrumentum 

laboris) along with a Handbook (vademecum) with questions to facilitate reflections and 

discernment at the local Churches was released by the Vatican on 7 September 2021.  A revised draft 

of the Preparatory Document is expected closer to the date of the synod. 

The present article intends to reflect on the ecclesial and social contexts in which the discourse on 

synodality is taking place, the shift of accent and expansion that have occurred in its understanding, 

and the dynamics involved in synodality for the life, communion, governance, and mission of the 

Church. It also highlights the need to be attentive to the anthropological foundation for the 

functioning of synodality. Pope Francis is concerned about beginning the right processes and not 
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excessively preoccupied about reaching with a deterministic mindset a priori-set goal. This approach 

is important in any group or community of people for fostering unity, cohesion, and synergy. In that 

sense, synodality will be the beginning of a new process that eventually should lead to radical 

changes, as we will see in our conclusion.  

The Ecclesial Context 

Let me highlight first the changing ecclesial context, which has necessitated a strong accentuation of 

the synodal nature of the Church and expansion of this conception to respond to the needs and 

challenges of our times. 

There is a palpable disaffection when the expectations of Vatican II are not met in the practice of the 

Church and its administration, revealing a dissonance between the grand Conciliar vision of the 

Church as people of God and the ground reality. There is also an unease regarding the centralised 

mode of administration and awareness about the disastrous situations it can bring about. Moreover, 

one could sense increasing disappointment with decisions taken arbitrarily without discernment and 

consultation by the clergy, telling upon the Church's credibility and witnessing potential. 

This general mood is exacerbated by the global exposition of clerical sexual abuse, raising critical 

questions on how the Church of Christ could be trusted when managed by clerics. One could sense a 

virulent anti-clericalism caused by sexual and financial scandals. Recent experiences in different 

parts of the world, including the central offices of the Roman Curia, have exposed financial 

corruption among the hierarchy and clergy. Sexual scandals and financial corruptions at the highest 

level in the Church called for severe censoring and even scaling down some cardinals from their 

exalted positions by Pope Francis. Does not the  pope‟s ecclesiastical sanctions point also to the need 

for a human rights-derived criminal law in the Church? 

Two recent acts of the pope confirm the earnestness with which he views the synodal approach. On 6 

August 2020, he appointed six women to the top Council overseeing the Vatican‟s finances. Are we 

to think that he trusts women in financial matters more than high ranking clerics? On 6 February 

2021, Sister Nathalie Becquart was appointed as undersecretary of the Synod of Bishops, making her 

the first woman to have the right to vote in the Catholic Synod of Bishops. Both the above events 

augur well and are to be viewed as examples set for the local Church in India - of course, all the 

three present rites included - and other Churches across the world. 

All these above situations have cumulatively exposed a structural failure in the Church. As a result, 

there has been an “enormous loss of credibility suffered by the clerical system”, as Hervé Legrand 

puts it. Like in a building, when beams and columns crack, there is a structural failure. We are 

experiencing in the current system of the Church structural failures that cannot be repaired simply by 

sanctimonious exhortations. The dismal and critical situation calls for new practices in the Church. 

One such important practice is synodality, an ancient practice of the Church indeed, but 

reappropriated and reaffirmed in the spirit of ressourcement by Vatican II. 

Moreover, with all their teething troubles and limitations, enormous positive experiences and 

insights have been gained from the many participative structures introduced by Vatican II - Diocesan 

Synod, Diocesan Finance Council, Presbyteral Council, College of Consultors, Diocesan Pastoral 

Council, Parish Pastoral Council, and Parish Finance Council. Wherever they are active, basic 

Christian communities have contributed to triggering the self-confidence and proactive role among 

the believers and involvement in participative structures. Experiences with these structures and other 

bodies have further increased the expectations of the faithful for a synodal Church. Thus, Synodality 

has become not an optional possibility but an urgent necessity. 

Synodality in a New Social Context 
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We live in an age in which people are increasingly aware of their freedom, autonomy, and agency in 

every realm of life and conscious of their dignity. They have passed on from a premodern world of 

heteronomy of letting others decide to a modern conception of the world in which they can think and 

decide for themselves and hold their views and opinions. Affirmation of the people's subjectivity and 

their aspirations to be active agents does not allow them to be treated as objects and commanded 

over or patronised. Well-meant patronising also takes away people's subjectivity and agency which 

they value and cherish very much. On the other hand, there is a perception that the Church is 

operating with a pre-modern rural mindset and feudal mode of exercising authority and has not 

addressed the transformations of culture, values, and modes of behaviour in which the world has 

grown, especially with fast-growing urbanisation. This is quite intriguing since freedom, dignity and 

agency of the people upheld by modernity belong to the core values of Christianity itself. The early 

Christian communities were profoundly aware of the freedom Jesus brought to them from the narrow 

confines of Judaism, its laws, customs and traditions. Christians breathed the air of freedom within 

their communities. 

There is also a significant second development. We have passed on from a mechanistic and 

deterministic worldview of Newtonian physics to a new quantum conception of the universe. In 

mechanistic vision, all the parts are moved by a motor, and any of the parts is replaceable. As a 

result, in this conception, everything moves along predictable lines. But, on the other hand, in the 

quantum conception of the universe, everything moves everything else in a chain of interdependence 

where every part is in a dynamic process with the rest, allowing for surprises in the absence of total 

predictability. Moreover, there is something called the butterfly effect. It means even the tiniest 

element can, in the end, produce a large effect as in weather conditions where even the flapping of 

wings by butterflies could completely change the direction of a cyclone. This new integral and 

interdependent worldview has become sharper with growing attention to ecological reflections.  

The above two approaches of science also have repercussions on how leadership is conceived and 

exercised today in the Church. There is a rightful aspiration that the mechanistic model of leadership 

gives place to an organic model that is sensitive to the butterfly effect and hence takes into serious 

account every member of the Church community involving the synergy and cooperation of 

everyone. This modern scientific intuition of reality was theologically expressed by St Paul when he 

figured the Church as a body- and indeed the body of Christ in which all the members are bound in a 

relationship of interdependence and each member is indispensable and plays its unique role (I Cor. 

12: 12-27; Rom 12: 3-8). There is no high and low - a worldly and caste parameter -but everyone is 

of equal dignity with different functions even as they are endowed with different charisms and gifts. 

The ones considered “smallest” in the Church community could significantly affect its life and 

mission. What affects the tiniest member affects everyone. “If one member suffers, all suffer 

together” (I Co. 12:26). Hence, nothing could be neglected and sidelined. That is again why Church 

is not a democracy where only the majority decides; much less is it a monarchy where one person 

decides, but rather it is a communion of minds and hearts united in faith, love and hope. Not all 

voices speak with the same volume, and it is therefore imperative to create the space and time, 

especially for the little voices to be heard. God was not in the strong wind, earthquake, or fire but in 

the 'still, small voice (I Kings 19:12). 

It appears to me that synodality reflects both a modern scientific view of the world and the best 

Christian tradition of what the Church ought to be in its life and mission. A Church conceived in 

clerical mode with a hierarchical mindset of high and low - secundum sub et supra - could engender 

a pathology of ecclesial sclerosis causing many parts of the body of the Church to be benumbed and 

become dysfunctional. Moreover, it can harm the Church by disregarding the effect the most 

neglected members could contribute to the Church community. A case in point is the role of women 

in the Church, which needs to be rethought in new terms and in a new framework than 

contraposition of male and female. The whole current discourse is bound to change the question of 
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women if we adopt a different frame of  interpretation. In any case, it has become increasingly clear 

that clericalism can be sustained only at a hefty cost of the credibility of the Church. 

Expansion of the Concept of Synod and Synodality 

The semantics of a word or concept keeps changing over time and with new experiences. Therefore, 

they could become denser and more expansive. A typical secular example is that of human rights. 

With new situations of oppression and forms of suppression of freedom, the human rights regime has 

grown in its breadth of meaning and application. The concept of the synod has gone through many 

mutations. In the early Church, it referred both to the institution of the synod by which the bishops of 

a territory, region or nation gathered together to deliberate and decided upon matters of importance 

for the life of the Church. Synod was an instrument of collective responsibility, and as an institution, 

it had the force of great conviction for the entire Church. The synodality of the Orthodox Churches 

have kept up the tradition of common deliberation and arriving at consensus.  

The institution of the synod was introduced in the post-conciliar period as an important means to put 

into practice the collegiality by which the bishops of all the Churches with its head, the Bishop of 

Rome, bear responsibility for the life, mission, and governance of the entire Church. The 

introduction of the collegial principle was necessitated because of a more than century-old tradition 

of excessively centralised role of the papacy. The Vatican I, affirming the supremacy of the pope and 

his infallibility, gave the impression that the bishops were his officers and executives of his orders 

and commands. The introduction of the concept of collegiality helped to gain a renewed look at the 

primacy of the pope without denying his role of unity. So that the exercise of collegiality does not 

remain an exceptional event like in the case of ecumenical councils - mostly once in a century or two 

- it needs to be translated into an enduring practice in the life of the Church. Precisely for this reason, 

Pope Paul VI created the institution of the synod through his Motu Proprio Apostolica Sollicitudo. 

Nevertheless, the synods remained at the higher level of deliberation by a selected number of 

bishops advising the pope. It had not become a principle and practice in everyday life of the local 

Churches. The concern to involve all the faithful in the life and mission of the Church and to ward 

off the danger of clericalism has prompted Pope Francis to introduce an expanded conception of 

synodality as fostering greater communion and engagement in mission.  

The Process and Dynamics of Synodality 

The Preparatory Document distinguishes three levels of synodality: First of all, it should be the 

enduring style in the day-to-day functioning of the Church, namely a style reflecting its nature as the 

people of God on a journey together. It is a journey of bearing joint responsibility in the exercise of 

the diversity of ministries and charisms. A second level is the institutional embodiment of this 

interconnectedness and mutuality in the various participatory structures in the form of different 

councils and bodies. A third level is a formal convocation of synods following due theological and 

canonical procedures as in diocesan synod or the synod of bishops, or ecumenical councils, the most 

intense expression of collegiality. 

Whichever the level, we should keep in mind that they all require a procedure through discernment. 

Synondality is an ongoing form of cooperation, a means to facilitate the flow of communion. In a 

democracy, decisions are made going by the majority. The majority can go wrong, and experience 

shows they have gone terribly wrong, indeed. The voice of one person may have greater validity and 

maybe closer to the truth. This one single person need not be the leader but a simple member of a 

body. Her voice may have greater reason than the majority and even the leader. Hence, her voice 

should not be lost. When we say that the Church is not a democracy, it is not intended to endorse 

monarchy, authoritarianism, and ecclesial totalitarianism. I mean that we need to listen and take into 

account each and every voice, even the feeblest one in the Church community and decide things by 

consensus rather than imposing the will of a brute majority or of the leader as often happens in 

political praxis. But often, the aphorism "Church is not a democracy" is conveniently interpreted as 

license for authoritarian practices in the name of God. In a pre-Vatican II world, it could be argued 
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that knowledge, experience, education and inclination to voice one's views were more siloed. But in 

an Internet world, there is much more „democratisation „of these, and therefore it could hardly be 

argued that wisdom and insights should flow only from a highly centralised body. Now more than 

ever before, the furthest members on the fringes have the access and desire to contribute. 

Decisions are to be made through a process of discernment. Part of the process of discernment is 

mutual respectful listening without the blinkers of prejudices and prejudgments. Listening is a 

psychologically conducive means for the life of the community and a theological necessity. For, we 

believe the Church is the temple of God with many gifts and charisms, and they should not be lost or 

silenced but channelled towards the growth and flourishing of it. The fact that the Church is the work 

of the Spirit in its faithful demands that there be a respectful listening, mutual learning and common 

discerning of the path to journey together, and that is precisely the meaning of the word “synod” - 

from synodos which means being together on the way, on a journey. 

Again, listening is not to be viewed as an act of charity or courtesy extended to the faithful. Instead, 

as equal citizens in the Church through baptism, members of the ecclesial community individually 

and collectively have the right to be heard. Even more, the listening should go to the extent of 

ascertaining the views and seeking the advice of the faithful again for the common good of the 

Church community and its mission. Seeking advice expresses the respect the people are given and 

the involvement in the concerns of the people.  

In this context, it is good to read in the Preparatory Document the presentation of the person of Jesus 

constantly in conversation with people of different kinds and backgrounds (no 17- 21). He does not 

fail to address conflictual situations and give agency to his interlocutors. Moreover, there is a unique 

tripartite relational dynamics between Jesus, the crowd, and the apostles. This dynamic is also 

continued in the Acts of the Apostles as illustrated, for example, in the narrative of the conversion of 

Cornelius (Acts 10). 

True discernment happens when the members have the common good of the community as the goal 

and not selfish motives and interests. Critiquing the political practice of his times, Augustine says, 

when the members of a polity do not have as the goal the common good of justice, then they become 

a band of robbers who share the booty among themselves. When personal agenda and self-

centredness replace common good, this could also happen in the Church - to the ministers and the 

faithful. 

The common good of the community should be the goal in every process of discernment and 

decision. For this to happen, the Church is called to be permanently in the mode of conversion. 

Continuous conversion of everyone, including the authority, is a requirement in the Church, and it 

conforms to the spirit of the Gospel. This is often forgotten with severe consequences. The 

conversion process takes place when, for example, the faithful and the ministers realise the truth of 

interdependence in the community, namely that everyone with his or her talents and charisms build 

up the Church. That is what the organic image of the Church as the body of Christ expresses. 

Equally important elements of this conversion are listening, consulting, and jointly discerning a plan 

of action for the community's common good. In short, as Lumen Gentium says, "all according to 

their proper role may cooperate in this undertaking with one mind" (LG 30). 

There are three basic requirements for the effective practice of synodality. First, there should be 

circulation of information resulting in transparency. It means one should not take refuge under the 

cloak of secrecy, which has been disastrous as experience has shown in many cases of clerical sexual 

abuse. Second, Information is a prerequisite to taking enlightened decisions with a sense of co-

responsibility. Third, synodality calls for openness, so that there are no reservations on what could 

be discussed. Felicitously, for the diocesan synod canon 465 lays 
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down that “all questions proposed are to be subject to the free discussion of the members in the 

sessions of the synod". Pope Francis has set an example at the universal level by removing all 

restrictions on discussions in the Roman synods.  

The earliest crisis in the Church, as depicted in Acts 6, was resolved not by any diktat or law by any 

authority but through a conciliar and synodal practice, setting a primordial example for the future of 

the Church. Again, at the Council of Jerusalem (Acts 15), a clash among two ideologically divided 

groups came to an amicable settlement thanks to discernment and a consensus-building process. In 

both cases, no unilateral decision of any one party was imposed on the other. 

Experiences of today make it more and more evident that conflicts and dissent cannot be resolved by 

enacting new laws or requiring oaths and professions of faith. This is a very dated and unreliable 

practice that reveals a mind-set that cannot carry the Church forward into the future. This means 

there should be a willingness to embrace a process that could be messy, at times ugly and at times 

frustratingly slow. The temptation for elegant solutions and for efficiency could only hamper an 

atmosphere of dialogue and genuine listening. 

Synodality flowing from Sound Christian Anthropology 

I suggest that besides the ecclesiology of Vatican II, synodality be based on sound Christian 

anthropology. According to it, human beings are a mystery. With their knowledge and, intellect, 

freedom and will, they participate in the divine mystery. Hence ecclesial community should par 

excellence, respect this mystery that the faithful are as human beings. Mysterious, tortuous, and 

inscrutable are how the human mind and heart work. What distinguishes human beings from animal 

behaviour is that a person has the capacity to give a description and account of her intentions and 

actions. Hence no person could be treated as an object lacking agency. The exercise of people‟s 

mind and heart in terms of their perspectives, views, opinions, and intentions need the highest 

respect and should be approached with a sense of sacredness and reverence. As the Gospels show 

very vividly, Jesus shows deep respect to people, and he is attentive to what they think, what they 

say, and how they view things, and this attentiveness is most evident when the person is poor, 

excluded or oppressed. 

Synodality will evoke among the faithful and the ministers a sense of wonder at everyone around 

them and should be an opportunity to value everyone in his or her unique identity and difference. 

This is a mystical and aesthetic experience, going far beyond mere cooperation and consensus 

building exercises. Real happiness appears on our human horizon when we are able to experience 

truth, goodness and beauty (satyam, sivam, sundaram) of human persons - the image of God, and 

indeed of the entire creation. Karl Rahner famously stated, “the devout Christian of the future will 

either be a „mystic‟, one who has „experienced‟ something, or he will cease to be anything at all.” 

Rooted this way in deep Christian anthropology, synodality will create in the faithful and the 

ministers - a new way of thinking - novus habitus mentis. 

Synodality and Mission 

The Church is not an organisation similar to an army where the foot soldiers execute the mission 

commanded. On the contrary, the very essence of the Church is communion - chords of love, faith, 

and hope bind all the baptised together for a common mission. This mission is to be discerned in 

history by reading the signs of the times, and this is effectively done by reflecting and discerning 

jointly. This process of deliberation and consensus-building contributes to the effectiveness of the 

mission and evokes a sense of co-responsibility on the part of everyone in the Church community. 

It is highly relevant to note here that in his Apostolic Exhortation Evangelii Gaudium, Pope Francis 

sees mission as the “principal aim” of participative bodies in the Church. 
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In his mission of fostering a dynamic, open and missionary communion, he [the bishop] will 

have to encourage and develop the means of participation proposed in the Code of Canon 

Law …and other forms of pastoral dialogue, out of a desire to listen to everyone and not 

simply to those who would tell him what he would like to hear. Yet, the principal aim of 

these participative processes should not be ecclesiastical organisation but rather the 

missionary aspirations of reaching everyone.  

It is absolutely against the New Testament data, tradition, and teachings of Vatican II to suggest in 

any way that the span and gamut of the Church's mission is absolved within the structures of 

ordained ministry. Lumen Gentium cautions against any such reduction of the Church's mission 

within the clerical world. It says, "They [ministers] also know that they were not ordained by Christ 

to take upon themselves alone the entire salvific mission of the Church towards the world” (LG 30). 

Implied therein is that the mission involves the entire people of God, their participation and 

cooperation. Hence the organisation within the Church and the process of decision-making should be 

such that a system of cooperation and mutuality is set in place. That is precisely what the principle 

and practice of synodality is. In other words, we are not dealing only with organisational efficiency 

in the governing of the Church, but with the realisation of the mission of the Church to which goal 

synodality is an indispensable means. 

We have become an excessively sacramental Church. Faith has many other expressions than the 

sacraments. The world itself is the sacrament of God, and the questions and issues it poses need to be 

faced in faith. The response to the burning questions and issues of society requires a process of 

discernment and involvement. Often the pusillanimity and tardiness of evasive leadership in 

responding to the problems could be challenged by the people of God, and wisdom could come out 

of the mouths of babes. Hence the importance of allowing the many voices of the people of God in 

the work of mission vis-à-vis the larger society. In today‟s circumstances standing for justice and 

human rights, for peace and integrity of creation calls for concerted action on the part of the Church 

community. In a conflicting and highly complex mission situation, there is a need to think, deliberate 

and act together. However, the understanding of mission in the Preparatory Document appears to me 

scanty, and one needs to cast the net wider and dive deeper than just reduce its treatment to a single 

paragraph (no. 29).  

The interrelationship of synodality and mission is crucial in our Indian context. However, among the 

ten thematic issues to be explored their figure “Coresponsibility in Mission” and “Dialogue in 

Church and Society” (no. 30). In this context, the document has raised a very relevant question 

which we need to take up seriously in India and respond to. The question is this: “How does 

collaboration work in territories where different sui iuris Churches are present? (no. 30). We are 

witnessing today how the energy and time of the ritual Churches are sapped by such issues as to 

whether to celebrate the Eucharist facing the people or facing the wall - an issue which has been 

reported widely in the secular press of the country. Could we expect greater synodality among the 

present three rites with a focus on the burning issues of the country, mission, and witness to the 

larger society? 

Shared Synodal Journey in a World of Uncertainties 

We live in a world in which there are more uncertainties than certainties. The uncertainty principle is 

deeply ingrained in the physical world as science tells us, and we are becoming aware that the same 

principle is even more at work in the social world wherein we need to cope with what is 

unpredictable, unimagined, and address new issues and questions often disturbingly chaotic. The 

experience of the pandemic covid- 19 gave us a little taste of what is in store - a world that is not 

going to move along clearly predictable lines (which is the Enlightenment arrogance), but instead 

will disconcert us, disrupts our set pattern of thoughts and modes of action. 
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In theological terms, we could view belief in synodality as openness to the surprises of God.  The 

church community and its leadership should be open to situations that can be fluid and ambivalent, 

needing a shared journey of discovery and consensus-building - a complex process that cannot be 

substituted nor controlled by any single individual male and his authority. At the bottom, synodality 

is a permanent principle in the life and mission of the Church, reflecting its nature as a sacrament, 

namely a sign and instrument of the unity of the entire human family (LG 1). 

Conclusion - The Achilles’ Heel 

Synodality could become a tour de force for the renewal of the Church. However, it calls for some 

radical transformations. It is bound to meet with obstacles with a code of canon law that in many 

instances, does not adequately reflect the spirit and theology of Vatican II. One such case is its 

treatment of the diocesan synod (canons 460 - 468) in the Latin Code of 1983.  It seems to be overly 

preoccupied to ensure the absolute rights of the bishop and does not really reflect the spirit of 

ecclesial communion and the active role of the faithful. Nor do these canons echo the spirit of a 

vibrant synodal practice going back to the early centuries and active also in the early Middle Ages. 

The regularly conducted synods were inspired by the thought that quod omnes tangit ab omnibus 

tractari et approbari debet - whatever concerns all should be deliberated and approved by all. The 

introduction of synodality in a decisive manner as Pope Francis intends to do will make up for the 

canonical imbalance and hopefully will lead to amendments to reflect more closely the spirit of 

synodality and mutual interdependence of the faithful. In this connection, it may be pointed out here 

that Pope Paul VI, in instituting the synod, did not limit its role only to a consultative body. He also 

made provision that it could be given the power to be also deliberative, and its decision to be only 

ratified by the pope. This formula, I think, is rich in potential and offers scope also for similar 

provision for other participative bodies in the local Church which will surely enjoy greater freedom. 

There is a deeper and critical question in India: Why does the synodal structure of governance apply 

only for the two Oriental rites in India? The synodal structure is not a matter of divine law (jus 

divinum), but positive law, and hence could be legislated for adoption also for the Churches at the 

level of the regional council of bishops or national conference in the Latin rite. This difference is 

striking. In the absence of synodal structure, the Latin Catholics living in identical socio-political 

conditions in the same nation are disadvantaged, especially in such crucial matters as the choice of 

bishops, while the Orientals enjoy autonomy. However, there is some opening for the eventual 

adoption of the synodal structure of the Orientals in the Latin Church, when the Preparatory 

Document raises the following question: “How are different traditions that constitute the patrimony 

of many Churches, especially the Oriental ones integrated and adapted, with respect to synodal style 

in view of an effective Christian witness?” (no. 30). Further, the expansion of the concept and 

practice of synodality in the vision of Pope Francis, as we saw above, seems to allow room for 

synodal structure also for the Latin rite in India. 

There is yet another question of great import to consider. The clerical sexual and property scandals 

that have rocked the Church in India and in other parts of the world are such that to continue to rely 

on the goodwill and moral rectitude of authority in the Church without reasonable legal restraint is a 

refusal to learn from history and experience. This should not happen to the Church. Hence, we 

require a fundamental canonical reform and adoption of a fundamental or constitutional Church law 

- Lex Ecclesiae Fundamentalis in the Church - a proposal made by Pope Paul VI himself, but 

unfortunately failed to materialise. Synodality is at the same time a clarion call for the revision of the 

Code, called for by many local Churches. I would suggest that a synod on synodality is not complete 

without a synod on the law in the Church. In particular, the Church will need to earnestly address its 

legal system in which legislative, executive, and judicial powers are concentrated in a single office. 

This does not appear to be any more viable form of governance and certainly does not contribute to 

synodal practice in the life of communion, participation, and mission. Here lies the Achilles‟ heel. 
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
