2) VOICE OF THE SHEPHERD:  

The Pope journeys to the ends of the Earth 

The Catholic Church has the elements of both divine and human; both saints and 

sinners are its members. The Church engages itself into activities of charity and 

love. She runs into difficulties when human elements overwhelm the divine. 

However, Jesus is the head of the Church. He goes on purifying the dark elements 

of the Church. With Him the Church strives to be present whenever people are 

pushed into the ebb. The God of the Church supports the poor and Jesus, His only 

son identifies himself with the poor and the marginalized. Even today He prefers to 

be with the downtrodden in their struggle for freedom, equality, brotherhood and 

peace. 

We are fortunate to have a Pope who closely follows Jesus and sets a good example. 

The Church does not confine herself to Rome (Vatican or Europe) as in the past. She is active, dynamic 

and missionary. She undertakes several journeys and connects herself with people, in their aspirations, 

cultures and customs and familiarizes herself with them as her brothers and sisters, daughters and sons. 

In recent days Pope Francis found himself making pilgrimage to Asia and Oceania, his experience of 

encountering, talking, celebrating and walking with them has a tremendous impact in the heart and mind 

of everyone who reads the article of Andrea Tornielli. 

Pope blessed the ‘Tunnel of Fraternity’ alongside the grand Imam of Jakarta. In his remarkable way, Fr. 

Tornielli commenting of this ‘Tunnel of Fraternity’ points out that tunnels are associated with the 

images of war, terrorism, violence and death. While tunnels are normally used for destructive purposes 

this underground walkway connecting Indonesia’s largest mosque to catholic cathedral will remain a 

sign and a seed of hope. These two luminaries (the Pope and the Imam) exchanged affection and 

friendship which left an exceptional legacy in the world’s most populous Muslim country. 

The next visit made by the Pope led him to Papua New Guinea. There he visited three Augustine 

missionaries and their people bringing with him tons of aids and gifts. It was Pope’s dream to be a 

missionary to Japan. He longed to visit the most remote periphery of the world. Finally, this was 

fulfilled in his recent visit. The people in their colorful traditional attire embraced him with warmth and 
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affection. The Pope shared their lives (listened to their many problems) and their hopes in their volatile 

conditions, immersed in exuberant nature. 

According to Tornielli this is a ‘special witness’ to the face of God who is tenderness and 

compassion. 

The next important and touching event was the meeting of the Pope and the President of Timor-Leste. It 

is told that the President bent down to help the Pope adjust his feet on the wheelchair pedal. It was a 

defining element that the catholic faith and her role helped them obtain independence from Indonesia. 

The fourth image was the Pope’s loving embrace of children with disabilities. These children are left to 

rely on the goodwill and help of others for everything. This is nothing but a special care of God. Their 

suffering cuts them deep with no sign of healing. The Pope would reply at this situation that he is close 

to them in their suffering with a fatherly embrace. 

The fifth image was the patient waiting of the people of Timor-Leste, hours under the scorching sun for 

the Pope; the Pope was greatly moved by their affection. It was a revelation that 65% of the people were 

below 30 years old. They were agile and active, and expressed a bright future for them. 

One cannot but admire our Pope who transcends the frontiers and visits his flock to instill in them 

strength, hope and perseverance. He sets an example of how a good shepherd should be. Enthused by his 

missionary activity let us find our new ways and means of being with the people entrusted to our care. 

May our Mother Mary help us in our mission.

REV. FR. M. JOHNSON 

The demise of Fr. Johnson at the age of 61 is a great loss to the diocese of Tuticorin. Fr. Johnson 

evinced a great strength of mind that he passed positive energy to all he met after the grave accident he 

met with. He had major injuries when a bus knocked him down with his bike. The story of the survival 

and the revival of health was so miraculous that he was very confident that he will resume his pastoral 

work. He has set an example as to how to face a total misfortune. His death came unannounced through 

a massive heart attack. Fr. Johnson battled bravely and has won his reward in the hands of the Lord. 

Fr. Johnson hailed from Sokkankudiyiruppu. He was the seventh child in the rung of 10 brethren born to 

Mr. Moses and Mrs. Maria Pushpam who were teachers by profession.  

The family was very devoted to the Lord and Johnson imbibed the piety from the family and was regular 

to early morning mass. He was the first and the best of the altar boys that he headed the group. Thus Fr. 

Johnson evinced leadership qualities even from his childhood. 

He was very studious and hardworking that he was a well noted person during his priestly formation. He 

was energetic and exuberant that his company was enjoyed by everyone. He maintained this happy 

mood unto the last he breathed. 

Fr. Johnson was very happy in his pastoral ministry. It is to be noted that he was appointed in most of 

the mission stations and he showed no resentment. On the contrary, he kept him busy with dedicated 

service to the faithful. He started his ministry as a Deacon at Cruzpuram, associate pastor at Cathedral 

and T. Kallikulam. He served as the parish priest of Somanathaperi, Duraikudiyiruppu, Chinthamani, 

Poochikadu and Rajakrishnapuram. The free time he had in the mission stations was a blessing in 

disguise that he founded a public Trust and educated many poor boys and girls.  

The personality of Fr. Johnson stands out as a lively person who showed valour even during his ailment. 

May the good Lord grant him the eternal rest which he rightly deserves.
