Dilemma of the Poor 

There is hardly anybody speaks for them. And if some come forward to fight for them 

they are very often punished and put in jail by the authorities who, very often, support 

the rich, the people who live in the comfortable zone. There are many still languishing 

in jails. Their rightful activities are curtailed by the draconian laws which protect the 

elite. People are disappointed, frustrated and almost lose their hope. They cry only to 

the Lord, like the Israelites in the Bible, but do not feel His presence as their struggle 

often fail. It is evident that the people live in a desperate situation. They live as if they 

be redeemed now or never. 



  

The Church and its Message of Hope 

The Church derives its inspiration from its Sacred Scriptures and its traditions and the 

relevant teachings of the magisterium. It is certainly clear when the Church reads Rom 

15: 13, “May the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace in believing, so that by the 

power of the Holy Spirit you may abound in hope” she is able to sustain the faithful in 

the right track. God, she worships is a reliable God. Man is invited to place his trust in 

him for he never disappoints us. The Bible stems from the belief that God shall not 

cheat us.

The Fathers of the Church stress on Hope which is the confident expectation of the 

future blessing promised by God. 

Bible portrays Mary and Joseph as persons of hope. They had a strong hope in the 

possibility of the impossible. They had the firm confirmation that God would save them 

and do the impossible. (Lk. 1:37)

Guidelines to operate the Bank Accounts  
under the PAN Card of the Tuticorin Diocesan Association (TDA)  

suggested by our Auditors 

 

1. To open a new Savings/Current Account in a nearby branch of any bank, you need to get a 

letter from the Bishop. The new account will be opened under the TDA PAN. We are in no 

way allowed to operate the Parish financial transactions either under the personal PAN of 

the Parish Priest or any other parishioner.    

2. The name of the Savings Bank Account needs to be as the Parish Priest, the Parish Church, 

unit no. -- of TDA. Ex. Parish Priest, Sacred Hearts’ Cathedral, Unit No. 12 of Tuticorin 

Diocesan Association. We cannot have the SB account in the name any other association 

and any other purpose.   

3. If there is already a SB account of the Parish in any of the banks, check whether the account 

is operated under the TDA PAN or not. If the SB account is not under the TDA PAN, 

contact the Diocesan Office to get a photo copy of the PAN Card and submit it to the bank.     

4. The mode of operation of the account is to be a joint operation not a single operation. The 

Parish Priest and the Treasurer of the Parish Pastoral Council or the Committee needs to 

jointly operate it.  

5. Use of the TDA PAN to open a bank account for the Our Aided Schools, the Village 

Committees or any other purpose which do not come under the Parish account should be 

avoided. If there is any account, you are to close it.    

6. Financial Transactions through the personal accounts of the Parish Priests in the Parish 

accounts should be avoided. 

7. Transactions of Village Collections (Ex. Mahamai) in the Parish accounts should be 

avoided.  

8. The self-made Church Committees that handle the financial transactions of the Parish 

operating the SB account under the TDA PAN and do not submit the monthly statements, 

should not use the TDA PAN.    

9. Transactions in the bank accounts should be correctly recorded in the bank statement and the 

opening and closing balance be ascertained and entered in the accounts of the Parish.    

10. It is good to open and operate a single SB account for a parish. Though there may a need, it 

is not advisable to hold more the two accounts.  

11.  Quarterly Bank statement of all the units should be submitted to the TDA if the PAN of the 

TDA is used. 

12. At the end of the financial year i.e. March 31 of every year, a confirmation from the banker 

to confirm the closing balance of the units with the account number & Interest and TDS paid 

if any for the unit should be obtained and submitted to the TDA before the end of April.

Pope’s Message - Desire for Peace is Rooted in the Human Heart 
 

 The Holy Father in his address to a delegation of the Universal Peace Council on 25 Nov 2024 

highlighted that attempts “to promote reconciliation, harmony and peace will always be worth our 

time and effort”. The desire for peace is rooted in the human heart and is able to bring about unity 

in diversity. Pope Francis offers three brief points to consider: 

The first is that we need young people to carry out this important service because, they possess 

certain idealism, enthusiasm and hope that reminds all of us that a better world is possible, peace is 

possible. In particular, young people can help others to discover the crucial elements that prepare 

the way for peace: forgiveness and a willingness to let go of past prejudices and hurts. Young 

people are creative, but it is terrible to meet young people who have fallen prey to ideologies. In 

these cases, ideology takes the place of rational thought and the desire to do good while we must 

always remember and learn from history, an unhealthy attachment to past hurts and prejudices can 

never lead to true and lasting peace. In fact, it only perpetuates the spiral of conflict and division. 

The second point is always to engage in dialogue, since it is the principal tool at our disposal. 

“approaching, speaking, listening, looking at, coming to know and understand one another, and to 

find common ground: all these things are summed up in the one word ‘dialogue’” (Fratelli Tutti, 

198). Dialogue is the only path for peace, for encountering one another. Young people can be great 

artisans of peace through dialogue. 

The third point is never to lose hope. Hope never disappoints. Do not lose hope. It is so easy to 

become discouraged when we see the devastating effects of war and hatred, not to mention poverty, 

hunger, discrimination and various other realities that threaten the prospect of peace. They are the 

fruit of the war. This may lead us to think that our engagement in dialogue is futile because it 

produces few concrete results. Perhaps you may have even been criticized for focusing on the need 

to dialogue in order to advance the cause of peace. In those moments remember that anything worth 

doing is not easy. It requires sacrifice and a willingness to recommit ourselves each day, especially 

when things seem not to go our way. Keep hope alive, dear young people, always bearing in mind 

we are all part of one human family. We are all brothers and sisters, and efforts to promote 

reconciliation, harmony and peace will always be worth our time and effort. And of course, 

never lose your sense of humour, that healthy joy! That is very important! Do not lose the capacity 

for joy, which helps us to see things more clearly. I bless all of you.
