2) VOICE OF THE SHEPHERD:  

Pilgrims Of Hope - Part II 

29 Dec 2024 - On this day the Diocese of Tuticorin inaugurated the Jubilee Year 2025 
with an extraordinary procession, carrying the Cross, offering Mass and special 
prayers. Herewith, I would like to share with you the salient thoughts of the Pope as 
part II. 

Jubilee is a time of joy and celebration. Jubilee comes from the Hebrew word 
‘yobel’ - ram’s horn. This was used as a trumpet to announce the beginning of the 
50th year after the completion of 7 x 7 = 49. 

The main aim of the Jubilee according to Lev 25:8-13 
1. Release of Slaves 
2. Forgiveness of debts 
3. Repatriation of the property 

It is also understood as four ‘R ‘s 
1. Rest to the Land 
2. Review; of an inventory of life, livestock, personnel and land is taken. 
3. Restore 
4. Reconcile  

In other words, it manifests the benevolent attitude of the Lord to the poor. In fact, the ‘Holy Year’ alludes to 
that (Cf. Is.61, Lk.4). God is in favour of the marginalized. 

Our loving Pope Francis proposes ‘Hope’ as the central theme of the Jubilee Year. 

“May the God of Hope fill you with all Joy and Peace in believing, so that by the power of the Holy Spirit 
you may abound in Hope (Rom 15:13). Hope does not disappoint us (Rom 5:5)” 

We live in a world of uncertainties and hardships. Very often we suffer from betrayals, enmities and hatred. 
Pope Francis sustains us with hope and joy when he insists on ‘Hope’, very vital for Christian life. 

Fan the Flame: 
Pope Francis says, “We must fan the flame of hope”. The forthcoming Jubilee and the days to come can 
contribute greatly to restoring a climate of Hope and Trust. This is the strong reason why our pope has 
chosen the motto of the Jubilee ‘Pilgrims of Hope’. We are a privileged people to celebrate the Jubilee Year 
2025 of our Lord Jesus who always remains as a source of Hope, Joy and Peace in a world afflicted by wars 
and destruction. 

Content of his writing: 
We find profound insights, inspiring thoughts, spirited strength as we make a journey of reading warmly the 
summary set up by the pope. This handbook contains a comprehensive guidelines, practical resources, 
theological reflections and pastoral strategies which would help the individual and the community to reach 
its destination. 

Hope in the Bible: 
Here we dwell on the Biblical, Magisterial and current understanding of ‘Hope’, an essential factor that 
motivates a man to sustain his hope without being frustrated during the time of trial and temptations. Hope 



has its foundation in its unshakable trust in God and His promise. It is rooted in the certainty of God’s word 
and unchangeable character. The letter to the Hebrews describes it as ‘confidence in what we hope for and 
assurance about what we do and see. The devotee of God believes in God’s faithfulness (Heb 11:1). 

Hope in Christ: 
Christian ‘Hope’ is anchored in Christ. The Christians believe in the resurrection and the promise of eternal 
life. Hope is sustained by the Holy Spirit. The essential qualities that adorn Hope are Endurance and Patience. 
The letter to the Romans 8:24-25 beautifully explains that Hope requires patience. “But if we hope for what 
we do not yet have, we wait for it patiently”. There is no doubt that Hope forms the source of Joy and Strength. 

Hope and the Bible: 
The Old Testament clearly portrays God as one who never fails to keep up His promises. The Messianic Hope 
is a typical example which occurs again and again. It is this Hope which safeguarded the Jews in times of utter 
Hopelessness. God comforts them in their distress and restores them when broken (Isa 40:3). 

In the New Testament, the focus is centred on Jesus Christ; His resurrection and the promise of eternal life. 
There is the assurance of salvation and eternal life. The Christian lives with joy because of the Hope in the 
return of Christ. He is sure that Christ shall not cheat him. God, in Jesus Christ, has manifested Himself as a 
faithful, reliable and loyal God. He can put his trust in Him. 

Hope and Teaching of the Church: 
The Fathers of the Church have profusely spoken of Hope. For them Christ’s redemptive work such as 
resurrection and eternal life can be appropriated by the one who places his trust in Him. The Pope describes 
Mary as the icon of Hope and Joseph as the man of Hope. Time and again the Church reiterates Hope in her 
teachings. 

Hope and Pilgrimage: 
There is another theme that accompanies Hope, Pilgrimage. Man is not an immovable thing, he is always on 
the move. He moves towards perfection, moves towards God. His journey towards God makes him a pilgrim. 
The pilgrim’s journey is filled with Hope, looking forward to the fulfilment of God’s promise.  According to 
Fr. Jerry, Hope shines in silence; develops self-control; brings forth smile; results in forgiveness and so on… 

Let us become Pilgrims of Hope, holding hand in hand as sisters and brothers keeping our focus on Christ.
