2) VOICE OF THE SHEPHERD:  

RESURRECTION, A PROFOUND MYSTERY TO MEDITATE  
 

Resurrection, a debate 

Resurrection continues to be a debate among the scholars and the intellectuals 
even today but it remains a strong belief among the simple Christians. Christianity 
thrives on the belief of Jesus’ Resurrection (cf Rom 10:9; 1 Cor 15:14-17). It is 
true that the event of the resurrection is not narrated in the N.T. What we read in 
the narratives of the Gospel is the empty tomb and the apparitions of the risen 
Jesus. The account on resurrection narrated by Paul is probably derived from the 
creedal formulae, hymns and prayers, and from the apostolic preaching and 
Catechesis (cf.J.L. Mackenzie S.J, Dictionary of the Bible, 1965) 

The resurrection accounts clearly point out the hesitation, doubt and uncertainty 
of the disciples about Jesus’ resurrection. Even the prediction of Jesus on his 
death and resurrection is obscure and not fully comprehended by the disciples. The disciples fail to 
recognize the risen Jesus (MK 16:12; LK 24:16; Jn 20:14, 4:4) 

Some scholars suggest that resurrection is a supernatural event, hence any historical investigation may run 
into muddy waters. It is exclusively an object of faith. It is not a fact, it is a mystery of faith. It is this faith 
which recognizes the risen Lord. Jesus’ death is a reality but his resurrection is the vitality. Death is historical 
but resurrection is theological, it is based on faith.  It is resurrection which enthrones Jesus above all the 
kings and authorities and heavenly beings (Cf.Phil 2:10-11).  

Life in the Resurrection  

Resurrection becomes an indispensable belief of Paul. According to him. “If Christ has not been raised, then 
our proclamation has been in vain and your faith has been in vain. If Christ has not been raised your faith is 
futile and you are still in your sins (1 Cor 15:14-17). See how he writes his immortal words of his belief in 
the Risen Jesus.  “I have been crucified with Christ and it is no longer I who live it is Christ who lives in me. 
And the life I now, live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God (Gal 2:19,20). Jesus, raised from the 
dead, introduces Paul to a new life, and this new life comes from the Father, who is the source of all life. It 
is the Father who causes Jesus’ resurrection or exaltation or glorification (cf. Rom 8:34; Ep 1:20). 

The Apostles and Paul proclaim that Christ is alive. Paul and other disciples were completely transformed 
by the risen Lord, who appeared to them. To them Christ is alive in his person, and works wonders and 
miracles through his followers even today. This has been profusely attested by Fr. Joe Mannath in his 
classical book “IT IS HIM” (P.160-164). The history of the church attests to the witness boldly and assuredly 
given by the disciples and powerfully emphasizes the fact, that “he is alive”  

Joe Manath proceeds to convincingly pen that Jesus cannot be compared with other noble persons who 
dedicated themselves for humanity, taught many admirable things and set an exemplary life for later 
generations. According to him Jesus’ story is different. It is marked by his rising from the dead, he is 
experienced as alive. He transformed his frightened and fearful followers into persons filled with love, 



courage and the power to heal and to give life (Acts 3:1-10). His name and his mysterious presence filled 
their hearts with joy and peace.     

The Risen Lord and his impact on his followers   

The crux of the matter exposes Jesus as all powerful compassionate God. In him, God comes closer to 
man, benign, gentle and friendly. Again, Jesus sets an example of ‘how a man should live’ Many believers 
and non-believers find, peace, healing, consolation etc. For many he is their hope, their inner peace, their 
reconciliation and their force to forgive and accept others. As Pope, Francis confirms “Our hope needs to 
anchor in Jesus” 

Resurrection and its effects  

Jesus death and burial would not make any sense or change had there not been any resurrection of Jesus. 
It is impossible to believe but the whole of Christianity stands on this belief.  

Jesus’ Resurrection is a victory over death, evil, Satan and its powers. It is a victory over sin for the people 
who have lost hope. It is victory for humanity which suffered death inherited the curse of God, and deviated 
from the life of integrity and trust, wandered for away from God (Cf. Gen 3:19). But for resurrection the life 
would be meaningless and futile having no purpose.  Resurrection is victory of life over death. It gives 
meaning and hope to life. Life is seen positively and there is a possibility of man attaining resurrection. One 
can say ‘it is the final destiny of the son of God which is bestowed on man as well.  

Resurrection, source of strength  

Resurrection resonates and pervades the whole universe. It revolutionizes life, brings a joyful transformation 
to the believers. Anyone who believes in Resurrection shall be never be afraid of death. He is strengthened 
by it.  

Oscar Romero Archbishop of El Salvador is one of them. When the police threatened him with dire 
consequences, as he spoke for the poor, for just wage and for Justice, he retorted bravely. 

“I am a Christian. I am not afraid of death. I do not believe in a death without resurrection.  If I die, I 
shall raise again in my people.  I shall be alive”. He was killed as he was celebrating his mass and he 
fell on the altar dead. What a conviction! What a witness! What an unwavering faith!   

The Christians throughout the history, give witness to the wonder of resurrection exhibit their simple and 
unmovable faith in Jesus. They show their tremendous courage before their persecutors who tortured them 
to death. Some tortures are surprised by inimitable courage of the Christians and got converted to 
Christianity.    

Resurrection, a vital force  

In the resurrection narratives we find in the four gospels, the evangelists express strongly the disciples’ 
disbelief and their refusal to accept resurrection despite the manifestations of the risen Lord. Yet 
Resurrection existed as a vital force to animate the dispirited and frustrated disciples. Their fear and 
cowardice disappeared. They boldly gave witness to the resurrection of Jesus. Death and darkness have 
been used to prove that life and light have the last words to utter. 

It is evident, for Christians death is not the end of life, life continues. It is a vibrant and vital and force that 
offers them hope through the resurrection of Jesus. It is true, no one has seen resurrection; their belief 
serves as an essential force to sustain the believers and the church.   

Resurrection sustains the warriors to fight against evil and injustice. It gives victory to life. Life gets 
brightened, and strengthen the hope of Resurrection. 

Resurrection sparkles every single line of the New Testament. Everything written in the gospels is written 
in the light of Jesus’ Resurrection. The Gospels get a different explanation and meaning in light of 
Resurrection. Jesus’ life appears a tragedy before death. After death Jesus is victorious. It is clear the 
biography of Jesus is written in a way heading towards his death and Resurrection. Jesus’ life seems to be 



a tragic comedy. Life of Jesus is filled with puzzles and enigma which sends ripple of joy and hope. 
Christians who believe in Jesus are never defeated. They feel the eternal and unfailing power of the Father 
who raised Jesus from dead.  

He is predicted as a sign of contradiction. All his good words evoked jealousy and condemnation. But it 
would not stop his desire and power to do good. There are already signs of his immortality, that he will never 
be defected. His life reveals a new movement to life, to hope, and to people who suffer and struggle. One 
generation dies, but another generation takes up the struggle. 

Easter experience of the Kandamal people in India  

Easter experience tells of the life stories of hope, joy, brightness, revival, renewal and transformation. The 
gospel of Mark 16 narrates the incident of grief stricken, bewildered and frightened woman approach the 
tomb to anoint Jesus’ body. They are told “don’t be alarmed. He is not here, He has been raised. He is going 
ahead of you to Galilee, you will see him” These words of assurance and encouragement change their 
sorrows into joy, confidence and conviction that propel them to be energetic and dynamic. 

It is something like the profound experience of the Archbishop of Cuttack- Bhubaneshwar, John Barwa when 
he visited the persecuted Christians of Kandamal, who had lost their properties, other precious belongings 
and the beloved ones. They welcomed him with joy, dance, music and faith. The Bishop was spellbound 
and asked them how they were able to be happy in this tragic situation. Don’t worry, Bishop they replied, 
Jesus has not abandoned us, he is alive with us. His presence enlivens us. We forgive the perpetrators of 
evil although we cannot forget. The bishop added that these simple, rural people had the Easter experience. 
They felt that He is alive, in the midst of their suffering, bearing their wounds and sorrows. 

For the Christians Easter experience is lived every day, when they face persecution, loss of property and 
lives. Easter remains the source of strength. They are a real witness of the pilgrims of Hope. They trust him, 
put their unwavering and relentless confidence in him. They feel the touch of his hand, which is the source 
of their strength. 

Resurrection and Jubilee  

For the Christians, Jubilee is not a celebration but an experience of the Risen Lord, alive, accompanying, 
walking, talking, listening and consoling his friends. 

The risen Lord conversed with the Emmaus disciples instructed them about scripture, showed them his 
intimacy, dinned with them and set them on fire. The disciples understood the effect of His words, presence, 
dialogue and meal (accompaniment). Jesus discussed with them the scripture. He was thought to bring out 
the meaning of scripture on Resurrection. The primary intention was to supply understanding to the 
believers. It is said that the divine figure has disguised himself and visited with mortals according to the 
pagan mythology. (cf. Raymond E. Brown, “a Risen Christ in Eastertime”, Bangalore,   (48-49).  

Explanation of scripture did not bring about recognition but set their hearts on fire (Lk 24:32). This prepared 
them for recognition. Empty tomb and the message of angels play a secondary role in fostering faith in them. 
The experience of the Risen Jesus is primarily the encounter with him.  

Jubilee fills us with hope and hope does not disappoint us (Rom 5:5). We need to pray and ask God to 
increase our Hope for we are “Pilgrims of Hope” Christian hope is anchored in Christ. The Christians believe 
in the resurrection and promise of eternal life. While Hope is sustained by the Holy Spirit, It is adorned by 
the qualities of Endurance and Patience. 

It is the messianic Hope that sustained the Jewish people in times of defect and anguish trials and 
tribulations. In the New Testament the focus is centred on Jesus Christ, the risen Lord (the Messiah), His 
resurrection and the promise of eternal life hope. Christians live with joy because of the hope in the return 
of Christ. God is faithful, reliable and loyal. He never cheats us.  



“Jubilee is the time to plant dreams, draw forth prophesies and visions allow hope to flourish, inspire trust, 
bind up wounds, weave together relationship, awaken a dawn of Hope, learn from one another and create 
a bright resourcefulness that will enlighten minds, warn hearts, give strength to our hands”. 

Jubilee is the celebration of our pilgrimage towards God and his kingdom. To establish the kingdom of God, 
and celebrating it the church has to become missionary through learning, praying and discerning. She needs 
the assistance of the Holy Spirit in this regard. Listening attentively to God brings conversion of Heart. 
Listening enriches our understanding of our fellow being and the world.        

Is there a bodily Resurrection?  

Christian reflections on their bodily resurrection may need more knowledge.  

Paul seems to believe in bodily resurrection. In his belief, Christ will change our lowly mortal body and 
transfigure it on the pattern of his glorified body by the power to subject everything to himself (Phil 3:21). He 
continues to write that the body is raised in splendor, it is raised in power, it is raised a spirit filled body (1 
Cor. 15:42-43). Paul begins to absolutely feel Jesus’ presence alive in him because of the vision of the risen 
Lord. His sufferings become a blessing for him. He feels that the suffering clothes him with new vigor of the 
risen Lord. He expresses things that transfer this world and talks of the things above. 

His paradoxical statement baffles everyone. He writes, ‘power is made perfect in weakness. So I will boast 
all the more gladly of my weakness so that the power of Christ may dawn in me’ (2 Cor. 12:9-10). This is 
the undeniable proof that our body will be raised as Jesus. This is based on the Sacred Scripture.             

Cross and Resurrection  

“Cross is the grind stone where resurrection is sharpened and made manifest”. 

The victory of the cross or its dignity and magnificence is Resurrection.  The prize of the cross is resurrection.  

It is as if the story of the gospel is written to interpret the profound meaning of the cross and resurrection. In 
Jesus cross and resurrection, death and life, history and risen story flow perfectly well. 

To be found by Jesus                                                     

Resurrection stories strongly tell us that his follower has to be found by Jesus. To be found by Jesus 
demands a continuing attitude of obedient faith. It was the risen Jesus who found Mary Magdalene and 
other disciples. It was he who called Mary by name. This moment has been registered as an astonishing 
and ecstatic moment. Unless Jesus finds his follower, the follower will not be able to recognize and find him. 
To be found by Jesus, we must accept God on his terms, not possess him selfishly but to announce him to 
others. Let us become the proclaimers of Jesus’ Resurrection.
